White 
 

Riesling / Orofino         40 

Rich mouth feel with a fine balance of acidity with  

residual sugar.  Lime, mango, pineapple and green apple notes. 
 

Sauvignon Blanc / Mission Hill 5 Vineyards    35 
This wine is clean, crisp, and refreshing. Tangy citrus  

character mingles with grassy herbaceous notes in this  

beautifully characteristic Sauvignon Blanc.    
 

Chardonnay / Road 13       45 
Consummate Chardonnay  characters; citrus fruit & rind, flint  

& most importantly, mineral. Noticeably absent oak flavours. 
 

Pinot Gris / Pentage        40 
Aromas of pear & apple. Firm finish with a zesty, clean body. 
 

Pinot Blanc / Blue Mountain     40 
Apricot & pear blend on the palate into a long spicy finish. 
 

Noble Blend / JoieFarm      45 

A blend of Gerwürztraminer, Pinot Blanc, Kerner, Pinot Gris 

and Ehrenfelser grapes combine to create a complex balance. 
 

Viognier / Van Westen      50 
This wine is the colour of sunshine and has fresh aromas of  

peaches, apricots, honeysuckle and citrus. 
 

Red 
 

Pinot Noir/ Morning Bay       38 
Bright fruit on the palate and nose, this pinot was aged 

30 months in neutral oak enhancing earthy flavours. 
 

Cabernet Franc / Nichol Vineyards     55  
A hint of dark chocolate & cedar are present on the finish.  
 

Syrah / Nichol Vineyards       60 
This is a crisp, mouth filling wine where ripe plum and  

bitter chocolate linger on the finish. 
 

Blend / Honest Johns       40 
This wine shows the typical cool climate face of Merlot –  

bright purity of fruit, refreshing structure, and surprisingly  

full body. 
 

Gamay Noir / Blue Mountain     45 
Juicy raspberry flavours, notes of blackcurrant & good  

acidity are complemented by a long, spicy finish in this  

fruit-forward wine.  
 

Cabernet Merlot / Kettle Valley     50 

A fantastic blend, showing attributes of a smooth Cab 

& a full Merlot.  A lovely wine. 
 

Merlot / La Frenz       55 
This wine has the darkest colour, showing aromas of dark 

chocolate & plum. The palate is full bodied and immense  

showing both plushness and complexity.  
 

Cabernet Sauvignon / Morning Bay    45 

After 3 years in barrel the rich berry fruit flavours have  

produced a signature Canadian cabernet. 
 

Valuptuous / Van Westen      60 

67% Merlot and 33% Cabernet Franc, tannins coat the mouth in a 

dusty, cocoa like texture forming the background for the complex 

spice, chocolate and red fruit flavours.

Brut / Marques de Gelida Cava      50 

Clean, crisp and fruity with pleasant hints of citrus.  Excellent

Hoegaarden  Subtly flavoured with coriander  7 

& Curaçao, lots of lemon fruit. 
 

Leffe Blonde  Bright aromatics of herbs &   7 

spices, resins & fruits. There's a deep, toasty  

malt note too & a suggestion of mashed banana.

Palm Special  A top fermented beer, gives off a  
typical bitter sweet aroma & dry refreshing taste.  
 
Chimay Red  Look for apricot in the nose &  
a well balanced silky taste with fruity nuances. 
 
Chimay Blue  Exhibits a considerable depth  
of fruity, peppery character. 
 
Duvel.The nose is lovely: a crisp and fruity note of Asian pear, 
cloves and a hint of caramel. On the palate it is dense and 
creamy, with a strapping, hoppy bitterness and a full-bodied, 
chewy complexity  
 
Triple Karmeliet  Sweet & slightly fruity that turns to citrus and 
spice.  [A near perfect beer] 
 
Piraat 9  Very high carbonation, lemon &  
green apple bitterness. 
 
Gulden Draak  Voted best beer in the world in 1998! Spices, 
licorice, chocolate & coffee with brown sugar in aroma. Thick in 
taste, rich in flavour.  
 
Bornem Double  Notes of figs, prunes, somewhat  
nutty, fruity flavor with great mouth feel.  
 
Bornem Triple  Pours hazy yellow with a huge white head. Big 
spicy, yeasty aromas... a textbook example of a triple.  
 
Binchoise Brune  It has dark brown color with reddish high-
lights, hoppy bite & aromatic spice character; rich and warming.  
 
Biere Des Ours  An ale with a shot of honey for flavoring.  Nice 
head which gradually gives way to larger bubbles. 
 
Saxo Blonde  Yeasty & sweet candied malt aromas follow through 
on a moderately full-bodied palate with frothy carbonation & deli-
cate hoppy notes that linger with a trace of bitterness.  
 
Nostradamus  Hazy dark copper color. Caramel, toasted nut, and molas-
ses aromas. A rich entry leads to a frothy medium-bodied palate with 
chewy sweet, treacle, nut, and earthy hops flavours.  
 
Mort Subite Gueuze  An amber coloured, crisp, sweet and sour thirst 
quencher, a fine example of a lambic gueuze. 
 
Pauwel Kwak  Discover a mellow, fruity attack, a nougat-like   solidity 
and a slightly spicy character.  Very unique glass. 
 
Westmalle Tripel  Complex beer with a fruity aroma and a nice nuanced 
hop scent.  Soft and creamy in the mouth. 
 
Waterloo Dark 8  Light bitterness with a touch of caramel and roasted 
malt.  A strong personality in harmonious balance. 
 
Waterloo Tripel 7  Light bitterness, smooth round beer with body and a 
strong character. 
 
Loubecoise Maple  A unique beer flavoured with real maple syrup from 
Quebec.  Subtle sour notes complement the sweet. 
 
Echt Kriekenbier  Sour cherries are added during the maturing process 
making a classic example of a Flemish cherry ale.
